After college
Natalie worked and learned her craft as a school teacher, where she taught at
Roy Bright Private Primary school for many years. When her grandmother,
who owned the school became ill, Natalie and her mother Miriam cared for her
until she passed. Natalie then went to work at AAFES Dan Daniel Distribution
center for 15 years. Natalie’s passion for community work guided her to a
Recreation Aide 3 position with the City of Newport News Recreation
department at Doris Miller Community center, where she counseled the youth
at the Youth Summer Program, C. Waldo Scott Center for H.O.P.E after school
program, Mature Adult program, Grand Slam talent show, and became a DJ
for the city of Newport News, playing at various functions and events, like
weddings, parties, etc. "DJ NATALICIOUS" "ROCK OF GIBRALTAR" as she



was affectionately known was a beacon of joy to everyone she met.
